Presidentôs Message 

 
 

Last month I asked you what being a member of PLSO means to you.  This 
month I reflect on what out organization is doing for you (and me)!  There are 
two important issues that PLSO has been working on for us.  Results are being 
seen. 
 
It was brought to PLSOôs attention last year that soil scientists are essentially 
preparing survey documents in violation of state law.  Dean Frederick and others 
have been actively pursuing these abuses.  They have prepared a draft of 
prohibited activities by the soil scientists that is being forwarded to the State 
Board of Registration.  The Board is expected to actively pursue this issue. 
 
Many of us have complained, in some form or another, about losing valuable 
monuments during roadway construction projects.  Tim Riley, a surveyor and 
engineer in Norwalk, has been one of our members championing the 
preservation of these road monuments.  Tim is working with PLSO Executive 
Director Melinda Gilpin, ODOT and others to bring this issue to the forefront.  
Discussion among the various parties is in process. 
 
In addition to the above, one of our Chapter members brought to our attention that the Ohio Farm Bureau 
does not support the requirement that County Engineers must be dually licensed as Professional 
Surveyors as well as Professional Engineers.  After discussion at our last Executive Committee meeting, 
Chapter Delegate George Hofmann is forwarding details of the Farm Bureauôs policy to the State 
Executive Committee.  It is our understanding that the Farm Bureau develops their policies on an annual 
basis.  We hope that as an organization, we can influence their stance on this issue.  (Keep in mind it was 
the Farm Bureauôs opposition to the ñRight of Entryò bill that squashed it the last time it got rolling in State 
legislature.) 
 
Itôs great to see that PLSO is taking an active leadership role to help us! 
 
Finally, I had an embarrassing, yet valuable experience this past month.  One of my suppliers sent me a 
nasty-gram email regarding an overdue bill.  The supplier was absolutely right ï it was well overdue!  But 
the threat of collections in a cold email made me feel like I was not important to them.  I THOUGHT we 
had an understanding that I would pay my ñmonthlyò bill with the next order (about 10 times each year).  
This perception was a result of comments they had made to me last year (ñDonôt worry ï youôre one of the 
good ones.ò)  I did not receive a phone or a friendly overdue reminder email ï only a cut-and-paste form 
letter that made me feel like a piece of dirt.  The experience reminded me of a valuable caveat:  Treat 
others how you would like to be treated!  This is so true of your clients upon whom you depend for your 
livelihood! 
 
As always, letôs work hard for a prosperous and healthy 2010!  Optimism Rules!
